Kensington Community School

It was discussed that our local school may close due to low capacity. We are hoping for a review of the process. Cadillac Fairview originally owned the site. 

Alexander Park

June 13th is the next meeting. It was discussed that this project was a renovate or demolish approach. The revitalization will involve the demolition and replacement of 333 townhouse and apartment units, the refurbishment of 473 apartment units, the addition of 1,540 market units, and new ground floor retail. There will also be an extended public street network and two new public parks.

Scadding Court

There is a project underway to develop some of this public park with 800 units RGI and 1,500 new market units.
